Compound Word and Word Phrases Practice
In a compound word or noun/noun word phrase, the stress is usually on the first word.  In adjective/noun phrases the stress is usually on the second word.  
Verb phrases usually stress the last word.

I can’t find my hairbrush

John looked for the bobcat’s footprint.

She didn’t want to see anyone.
