	Read an at level article or text excerpt from a content area of interest (business, medicine, information tech) and take notes that capture main ideas and important details.  Determine author’s purpose in writing and how/ whether s/he achieved it.  Summarize in writing.
	Students will:

1. read at-level articles on Ebola, take notes, distinguish between main ideas and details.

2. process-write outline, drafts of summary paragraph of at least 5 sentences.

3. orally explain author’s purpose and give reasons for opinion.

4. collaborate with others to produce drafts and/or critique others’ work

5. use a word-processing program
	Model of text marked-up with notes, sample outline, and early summary draft.

Simple articles from the Web at an appropriate level.
Desktop folders for students to store work in.
	1.  Teacher explains why summarizing different texts is important

2.  Teacher models taking notes with a lower level text, on board, projected, or with hard copies. Uses Check/Question/ Exclamation Mark method

3.  Teacher leads class in guided practice doing note-taking together using C/Q/L method.

4.  Optional: Teacher demonstrates use of K/W/L chart for capturing notes.

5.  Teacher leads discussion on author’s purpose for text (inform, persuade, guide…).

6.  Etc………
	Each student will complete a summary paragraph that captures all main ideas, at least 3 significant details, and is rated as “competent” using writing rubric.
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
