5 Types of ‘T’ Sounds
1. Held t at end of word: The t is held (air not released) when t is at the end of a word or if it’s in the middle of a word followed by a consonant. 
· Pat is right, isn’t she?

· She has a white hat.

· What do you do when they get hot?
· Take that football outside.

2. Held T before ‘n’ sound:  When the t comes before the ‘n’ sound, hold the t and add the ‘n’ sound without releasing the tongue from the back of your front teeth.
· He’s forgotten the carton of buttons.

· There is a fountain in front of the mountain.

· The witness had the most important written message.

3. Silent t after n:  We often drop the t completely when it follows an n.
· She had a great interview.

· It’s twenty degrees in Toronto.

· Doesn’t he?

· Didn’t I?

4. D sound: T between 2 vowels or at the end of a word where the next word starts with a vowel sounds like a fast ‘d’. 

· The better water is in the bottle.

· Betty can put on a sweater.

· Put all the data in the computer.

· Wait a minute!

5. Tr sound:  When t is followed by r, the t changes to almost a ‘ch’ sound.
· Train travel is tricky in the US.
· The traffic is extremely heavy today.
· The tradition is to treat guests very well.
